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Improving Reach

For Black and Minority Ethnic Groups.  TWICS (Training for Work in Communities) – as a partner with the Federation for Community Development Learning (FCDL) in this national Capacity Builders project will be offering this initiative in the South East Region
The aim is to help build the capacity of Black and Minority Ethnic (BME) groups, organisations and networks to work more effectively around their own identified needs, build capacity and develop a stronger infrastructure.   The initiative can offer:  

1. Hands on training in community development work which is accessible, targeted and appropriate.

2. Learning opportunities identified by BME workers, organisations and networks

3. Training and support opportunities to isolated Black workers in mainstream   infrastructure organisations

4. Development of a ‘bank’ of confident and skilled BME  trainers

5. Opportunities to share experiences and to build, strengthen and/or access local, sub regional and or regional networks for BME groups.

6. To influence mainstream organisations to develop their ability and commitment to work more inclusively and responsively with BME and excluded communities/community groups

Research conducted by the FCDL highlighted  the need for action to meet the identified needs of BME groups, organisations and networks for appropriate, accessible, relevant community development learning and support opportunities. 

The FCDL, with the support of Ubuntu (the national Black Community Development practitioners network), submitted a successful bid to the Improving Reach programme of Capacity Builders to initiate some national work in this area through activity in various regions including this specific work in the South East.
