Standing Orders of

Federation for Community Development Learning

These Rules and Standing Orders are made pursuant to article 1.4 of the Articles of Association of the above-mentioned company.

Standing Order Two  re: membership criteria and membership fees

1. There are two categories of membership – Full membership and Associate membership. (In addition there is Subscriber status.) 

2. Full membership is available to all community groups, voluntary groups and organisations (including not-for-profit companies), voluntary networks and voluntary partnerships with an interest in community development learning. Full members can apply for Federation Development funds.

3. Associate membership is available to individuals; and to statutory and private sector organisations, networks and partnerships.

4. Full and Associate members enjoy the same rights and responsibilities; with the exception of access to Federation Development funds, which are not available to Associate members, and voting rights which are weighted to Full members. 

5. All groups and individuals applying for membership of FCDL must support its overall purpose of 

Supporting the development of communities through advancing and promoting community development learning at local, regional and national levels and creating relevant opportunities for good quality training and qualifications.

6. All groups and individuals applying for membership of FCDL must sign up to the values and practice principles of the National Occupational Standards in Community Development Work around
