Standing Orders of

The Federation of Community Work Training Groups

These Rules and Standing Orders are made pursuant to article 67 of the Articles of Association of the above-mentioned company.

Standing Order One   re: weighted voting system

1.
The purpose of the weighted voting system is to ensure that in the event of a formal vote being necessary the Full members of the Federation retain the majority voting rights while at the same time giving other types of members an opportunity to participate in the voting process.

2.
The weighted voting system is based on three categories of membership which are the three "groupings” or "electoral colleges" for the purpose of the weighted voting system. These are:

a)
Full members e.g. Community Work Training Groups and others who satisfy the criteria for Full membership.

b)
Associate member groups e.g. community and voluntary organisations, training providers, national organisations, etc.

c)
Individual Associate members.

3.
Each electoral college will have the following number of votes in total:

a)
Full member groups
7 votes

b)
Associate member groups
4 votes

c)
Individual associate members
2 votes

4.
Each electoral college will have a separate vote within itself to decide how its vote will be apportioned.

5.
The votes from each electoral college are then cast and added up to decide the outcome.

6.
All voting takes place at General Meetings.
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
