Aims:

· Introduce the principles an processes of community development as a way to challenge social exclusion and injustice through learning

· Sharing materials and tools to support learning that can be led by Black and minority ethnic communities around environmental justice and action 

· Explore the themes of environmental and social justice as approaches and principles to overcome exclusion.

Participants will have the opportunity to: 
· Explore themes and issues facing communities around marginalisation and social exclusion facing communities they are working with

· Discuss the relevance of environmental and social justice approaches to taking action on these themes

· Develop participative based resources and learning programmes as a way of taking environmental action within diverse marginalised and excluded communities
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The Every Actions Counts programme supports voluntary and community organisations to reduce their impact on the environment, tackle climate change and improve their local area. Every Action Counts has adopted the ‘One Planet Living’ concept. It is estimated that the UK’s current consumption and production patterns, if repeated everywhere in the world, would require the equivalent of three Planet Earths, not one.

FCDL is a key player in the project, providing resources and delivering training to support community development workers and activists, and trainers in community development. This will equip community development workers and community activists to feel confident and knowledgeable about raising environmental issues with communities and supporting them to decide what actions they want to take. 

As well as this training programme, Every Action Counts provides other opportunities to get involved, such as: becoming a Community Champion, helping voluntary and community sector organisations bring sustainable development into their activities, and contributing to sharing good practice and case studies: see www.everyactioncounts.org.uk.
